CODE (ACT), PROVIDING TAX INCENTIVES, DESIGNATING A
LIAISON FOR COMMUNICATION WITH INTERESTED PARTIES,
AND NOMINATING ALON USA, LP TO THE OFFICE OF THE
GOVERNOR ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT & TOURISM (EDT)
THROUGH THE ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT BANK (BANK) AS AN
ENTERPRISE PROJECT (PROJECT); AND PROVIDING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Big Spring, Texas (City) desires to create
the proper economic and social environment to induce the investment of private resources in
productive business enterprises located in severely distressed areas of the city and to provide
employment to residents of such area; and

WHEREAS, the project or activity is not located in an area designated as an enterprise
zone; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 2303, Subchapter F of the Act, Alon USA, LP has
requested designation as an enterprise project from the City; and

WHEREAS, the City finds that Alon USA, LP meets the criteria for tax relief and other
incentives adopted by the City on the grounds that it will be located at the qualified business site,
will create a higher level of employment, economic activity and stability; and

WHEREAS, a public hearing to consider this ordinance was held by the City Council on
February 14, 2017;

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
BIG SPRING, TEXAS THAT:

SECTION 1. The City nominates Alon USA, LP for enterprise project status.

SECTION 2. The local incentives identified and summarized briefly in the attached Exhibit A,

at the election of the governing body, are or will be made available to nominated Projects in the
City of Big Spring.

SECTION 3. The enterprise zone areas within the City are reinvestment zones in accordance
with the Texas Tax Code, Chapter 312.

SECTION 4. The City of Big Spring City Council directs and designates the City Manager, or
his designee, as the City’s liaison to communicate and negotiate with the EDT through the Bank
and enterprise project(s) and to oversee zone activities and communications with qualified
businesses and other entities in an enterprise zone or affected by an enterprise project.



SECTION 5. The City finds that Alon USA, LP meets the criteria for designation as an
enterprise project under Chapter 2303, Subchapter F of the Act on the following grounds:

(a) Alon USA, LP is a “qualified business” under Section 2303.402 of the Act since it
will be engaged in the active conduct of a trade or business at a qualified business site
within the governing body’s jurisdiction, located outside of an enterprise zone and at
least thirty-five percent (35%) of the business’ new employees will be residents of an
enterprise zone, economically disadvantaged individuals, or veterans; and

(b) There has been and will continue to be a high level of cooperation between public,
private, and neighborhood entities in the area; and

(c) The designation of Alon USA, LP as an enterprise project will contribute
significantly to the achievement of the plans of the City for development and
revitalization of the area.

SECTION 6. The enterprise project shall take effect on the date of designation of the enterprise
project by EDT and terminate five years after the date of designation.

SECTION 7. This ordinance shall take effect from and after its passage as the law and charter
in such case provides.

14™ day of February, 2017, with all members of the Council voting “aye” for passage of the
same.

Subject: Request for bid award for a full eject dump one-arm sanitation truck

The City of Big Spring budgeted for a one-arm sanitation truck that is designed to pick-
up roll-out containers only. This will greatly improve efficiency in picking up more than
45% more roll-outs than our West Texas side loader sanitation trucks.

The City of Big Spring’s fleet of sanitation trucks are full waste eject dumping. This is
common for West Texas side loading sanitation trucks. However this is not the case for
the one-arm sanitation truck, Heil of Texas is the only manufacturer of the full eject
dump one-arm sanitation truck.

On Thursday, February 2, 2017, the City of Big Spring received a BuyBoard quote for a
full eject dump one-arm sanitation truck. Sole source documentation has been provided
by Heil of Texas and is attached.

Recommendation: The staff recommends awarding this bid to Heil of Texas out of
Houston TX for the amount of $271, 957.08.

Also note that per your specification package including full rear eject dumping of sanitation debris, Heil is the only MFG
of the full eject dump “one arm bandit” Automatic Side Load refuse truck . This keeps in line with Best Management
Practices for safety in landfills and matches the current City of Big Spring sanitation fleet with the full eject dump body
now in use by the city sanitation fleet. As you know a dump type refuse truck that lifts the whole body in the air loaded
with 28 yards of debris in landfill operations is not in keeping with best safety practices as dump aprons can be soft and
unstable, which could create a side or reverse tip over scenario.

On Thursday, February 23, 2017 the City of Big Spring accepted formal quotes for 1.5
cubic yard trash containers. We contacted three (3) vendors and received responses from
two (2). A bid tabulation sheet has been prepared and is attached to this memo for your
consideration in making the award.

Recommendation: The staff recommends the bid be awarded to Roll-Offs USA for the
amount of $59,514.00.

Note: Roll-Offs USA quoted eighty-two (82) trash containers per truckload versus fifty-
six (56) containers per truckload from the other vendor, which translates to a considerable
savings on freight costs. Last year, we paid $335.00 per container compared to $351.00
per container this year. This represents a 4.6% increase in cost per container.
