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LOCAL DISASTER DECLARED FOR THE CITY OF BIG 
SPRING 

LARGE ITEM PICKUP OF STORM DEBRIS WILL BE AVAILABLE, SOME FACILITIES 
CLOSED 

(BIG SPRING, TEXAS)- After a severe weather event the evening of June 8 that caused 
damage across the community, a Declaration of Local Disaster by Proclamation of the 
Mayor of the City of Big Spring, Robert H. Moore, III, has been issued. The Texas Division of 
Emergency Management, TDEM, has been in contact with city and county officials as well. 

“The City of Big Spring has worked tirelessly through the night to come to the aid of our 
community,” said Shane Bowles, Director of Public Works for the City of Big Spring. “Our 
crews are working around-the-clock to address what needs to be repaired and removing 
debris to ensure the safety of our citizens.”  

Next week a city-wide residential large item pickup will take place for storm-related debris. 
Vegetation, fencing, roofing, siding and building materials damaged by the storm will be 
accepted.  

City buildings including the historic auditorium and airpark were among those structures 
affected by the severe hail and windstorm. Local landmarks including the Settles Hotel and 
the Hangar 25 also sustained damage. 

“We are disheartened by what happened, but proud to see our citizens coming together to 
help one another,” said Susan Himes, Director of Community Services. “We have our parks 
and facilities crews out working to handle downed trees and debris in our parks, but we ask 
the public to use caution in the parks as well as throughout the city.” 

The Bert Andries Park Splashpad sustained severe damage and will remain closed until 
repairs can be completed, Himes said. The Aquatic Center at Comanche Trail Park may 
also be closed tomorrow- citizens should check the city’s Facebook page for updates on 
the closures of facilities this week as damage is assessed and repaired, as well as other 
important information related to storm cleanup. 
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
